 Let us add value to your HEALTH 
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Changes coming for  
Unemployment Insurance

Between the new administration and the soaring 
jobless rate, this figures to be a big year for propos-
als dramatically changing the unemployment-
insurance system. Under the new Obama admini-
stration, you’re likely to see proposals on new fam-
ily leave coverage, new “wage insurance” pro-
grams, paid health benefits for the unemployed and 
extension of the present system to administer new 
health care mandates. Doug Holmes, president of 
UWC, Inc., outlined these likely policy goals at the 
recent National Association of State Workforce 
Agencies conference: 
 

* Increased FUTA taxes. Many policy- and lawmak-
ers agree that the $7,000 FUTA wage base, which 
hasn’t changed in decades, should be increased 
and possibly indexed to address trust fund sol-
vency. 
 
* Dramatically higher state UI taxes. Trust funds 
are depleting rapidly, which means states will soon 
be borrowing to pay claims in unprecedented 
amounts. Employers should expect sharply higher 
state employer taxes in 2010 and beyond, and pos-
sibly higher federal FUTA taxes to repay loans. 
 
* More pressure on reducing federal administrative 
funding for UI. That means employers may be pay-
ing higher state administrative assessments to 
make up for it. 
 
* Potential new taxes and reporting burdens, as 
many view the UI system as the natural vehicle for 
collection of health coverage information and possi-
ble new taxes. Both are likely in any national health 
insurance reform. 
 
* Possible new programs such as dramatically ex-
panded Trade Adjustment Assistance, implementa-
tion a new “Wage Insurance” program, and a new 
employer tax credit to pay for COBRA health bene-
fits for the unemployed. 
 
Even if all of these proposals don’t pass, employers 
can count on continuing to fund the system through 
state and federal unemployment insurance taxes.

  Effective January 1, Kentucky employers are 
paying more for unemployment insurance. 
Due to rising unemployment rates, Kentucky, 
like many other states, is now depleting its un-
employment insurance trust fund at an accel-
erated rate.  
 

   As of January 15, Kentucky's UI Trust Fund 
had a balance of approximately $50 million, 
which represents a little more than two weeks 
of payments on claims. That figure is down 
from $116 million in December and a balance 
of approximately $230 million a year earlier.  
Because the trust fund balance fell below 
$150 million before the end of the calendar 
year, Kentucky law requires unemployment  
insurance taxes to automatically increase to 
the next higher rate. Every Kentucky  
employer should receive a notice about the 
upcoming increase, which will be due with 
their first quarter billing at the end of April.  
 

   To address the situation, Governor Beshear 
has requested a $185 million line of credit 
from the federal government. This step  
ensures that those individuals eligible for  
unemployment insurance benefits will con-
tinue to receive assistance without disruption. 
While it is unavoidable in this economic  
climate, it should be noted that Kentucky  
employers will be required to repay this loan 
with interest. 
 
   Responding to concerns about the current 
situation, Governor Beshear announced the 
formation of a new unemployment insurance 
task force that will be asked to recommend 
long-term changes to the UI system. The 
group is expected to begin meeting in Febru-
ary and will provide recommendations to the 
governor and General Assembly for consid-
eration in 2010. The Frankfort Chamber will 
keep you informed as this task force begins its 
work.
